Cost of using Old Elementary School

$10 application fee

$18 utility fee

$60/ hr x 1.5 hrs = $90

$35/ hr custodial fee x 2.5 hrs (you pay ½ hr ahead and ½ hr behind) = $87.50

Total = $205.50

Note: the cost of using the First Parish Church hall where Westwood Candidate Forums are held is $100 for hall only. (No kitchen facility use)
Walpole Day: Walpole Day is Saturday, May 15, 2010, and The Westwood/Walpole League will participate again this year at a lower donation level.  Last year we donated $250 and got the table included.  This year we will donate $100 and get a table at the added cost of $35 which is a saving of $115. 

Total cost of Walpole Day for 2010 is—$170.00 which includes gas for Norman’s truck.
